Course of fire:

Stage 1: 200 yards’ slow fire offhand, 10 shots in 10 minutes.

Stage 2: 200 yards sitting or kneeling from standing, 1 string of (mandatory
reload) 10 shots in 60 seconds. Competitors must stand for the rapid-fire stages.

Stage 3: 300 yards prone from standing, 1 string of (mandatory reload) 10 shots
in 70 seconds. Competitors must stand for the rapid-fire stages.

Stage 4: 600 yards’ slow fire prone, 20 shots for record in 20 minutes.
Stages 1 and 2 will be fired in succession.
Targets: 200yds SR- 300yds SR3- 600yds MR1

E-Targets: Competitors will be required to score. Shot Marker Electronic Targets
will be used.
